We are
going to give all year 11 pupils two GCSE papers, adapted to consider the Advance Information, to sit
in class during the week commencing 28® March. We will again provide pupils with the Assessment
Feedback forms following the assessment and before the Easter Break

Although the aim of this assessment is to identify targets and to help with timing, and will be during
lesson time instead of in the sports hall we do expect pupils to approach these assessments studiously
and to prepare for them with their ongoing revision so that they can benefit as much as possible and
to facilitate targeted revision over the Easter break.
